Do Not Fax Law
Takes Effect

Indiana’s Do Not Fax law took
effect Monday, January 1, 2007.

Recipients of unsolicited
advertising faxes may report them
to the Consumer Protection
Division.

“The new law allows the state to
pursue blast faxers who use the
ink and paper of Hoosier fax
owners to  subsidize their
advertising  campaigns,”  said
Attorney General Steve Carter.
“Citizens throughout the state
have expressed relief that there
are now state protections in place
that the attorney general can
utilize to combat these annoying
and costly nuisances.”

The legislation unanimously
passed during the 2006 General
Assembly. The law makes the
sending of an unsolicited fax a
deceptive consumer act and
allows the attorney general to
pursue penalties of up to $1,500
per unwanted fax.

In order to pursue a complaint,
the attorney general will need a
copy of the unsolicited fax along
with a completed complaint form.
Unlike the Do Not Call registry,
citizens do not need to sign their
fax number up on any registry.

“Small businesses are really the
winners as a result of this law
because thev are no longer

powerless to take action against
unwanted faxes that can tie up
their phone lines and use their ink
and paper,” Carter said.

Only unsolicited advertising
faxes that take place on or after
January 1, 2007 can be pursued.
Citizens  wishing  to file
complaints should save a copy of
the unsolicited fax to submit with
the consumer.complaint form.

Under federal law, faxes that

don’t promote a commercial
product or service, such as
religious or political messages,
are not subject to the law.
Additionally, faxes sent as a
result of a prior established
business relationship do not

qualify as advertisement faxes.

Consumers can g0 to
www.AttorneyGeneral.in.gov  to
file a complaint about an
unsolicited fax. In order to submit
the complaint, print and fill out

the form and mail it to the
Consumer Protection Division
along with a copy of the

unsolicited fax. Consumers can
mail their complaint to: Indiana

Indiana Receiving
More than $1M in

Tobacco Settlement

Attorney General Steve Carter
announced recently that Indiana
is receiving more than $1 million
under a $55.4 million settlement
reached with House of Prince A/S
and Scandinavian Tobacco, S.I.A.
to resolve a dispute over
enforcement of the 1998 Master
Settlement Agreement (MSA).

“It’s important to enforce all
provisions of the MSA to help
reduce tobacco use and protect
consumers from its deadly
consequences,” Carter said.

The MSA requires tobacco
manufacturers that signed the
agreement to make annual
payments to the states, in part to
compensate the states for billions
of dollars in health care costs
associated with treating tobacco-
related diseases under state
Medicaid programs. House of
Prince is a  Participating
Manufacturer under the MSA,
and Scandinavian Tobacco is an
affiliated entity.

The settlement resolved a three-
year court dispute over whether
cigarettes  manufactured by
Scandinavian Tobacco and sold
in the U.S. from 1999-2003 were

subject to MSA’s payment
requirements and other
obligations. No cigarettes

manufactured by Scandinavian
Tobacco have been sold in the
U.S. since 2003.

The State of California filed a
lawsuit in February 2003 to force
House of Prince to make MSA
payments for  Scandinavian
Tobacco’s cigarettes. Assisted by
other states, California won
preliminary legal actions. House
of Prince subsequently entered
settlement - discussions  that
produced a national agreement
with all the jurisdictions that
signed the MSA — 46 states, four

territories, Puerto Rico and
Washington D.C.

Aside from its payment
provisions, the MSA created a

broad array of restrictions on the
advertising, marketing  and
promotion of cigarettes. It
prohibits the targeting of youth in
cigarette advertising. It also
restricts outdoor advertising of
cigarettes, the advertising of
cigarettes in  public transit

facilities, and the use of cigarette
brand names on merchandise,
among other limitations.

“Whatever Happened to...Polio?
See the Exhibit, 2nd floor.”

Nearly 100 years ago, polio was
the HIV/AIDS of its day. People
lived in fear of contracting this
debilitating disease which
seemingly held an intractable grip
on the entire world. Today,
however, polio virtually has been
eradicated.

The demise of polio occurred
thanks to an extraordinary
collaboration among researchers,
public health officials,
government leaders and nonprofit
organizations.  Their solutions
were then delivered by everyday
doctors making house calls in the
neighborhoods of America and
the villages of developing
nations. As a result, polio is now
confined to its own iron lung,
gasping to stay alive.

The noteworthy sign was posted
in front of the Smithsonian
Museum of American History.
After terrorizing the world, polio
now exists in just two places —
nearly 100 medical cases in
Africa and several exhibit cases
in a history museum.
Remarkable results are possible
when people sec the signs and
work together to respond in
amazing ways.

The same is true for healthy

youth  development. A
collaborative  effort  among
parents, public officials and

private organizations can make a
huge difference in the lives of
kids. The children themselves are
looking for signs that it might be
SO.

“Hey, coach. Are you going to
call me ‘Moose’ again this year?”
The anxious question came from
an excited little leaguer who was
playing: for the same coach for a
second season in a row.

“Absolutely, Moose,” the coach
replied. “Head out to left field so
that we can work on our cut off
throws.”

The 10-year-old’s strong, stocky
build and hard-charging style of
play led to the nickname. In turn,
the nickname led to the player
knowing that he was noticed, that
he belonged and that he mattered.
The nickname was a sign, and the
player wanted to make sure the
sign was still posted.

While none of the other players
ever said a word about their
nicknames, they still felt the same
positive messages of healthy
youth  development. The
evidence was found on their
thank you note to the coach at the
end of the season. Instead of just
signing their names — Sam, Will,
Clark and Ryan - they also
signed Shag, Unit, Superman and
Tag. The little leaguers knew
there was something special
about those nicknames — and
something special about them.

We can never lose sight of the
signs kids are looking for, signs
of devoted ‘adults who are
passionately committed to their
very existence. Yes, adults who
provide food, and health care, and
education and fun  youth
programs. But also adults who
take time with young people to go
on a walk and discuss the
changing seasons, who watch the
game and ask about a favorite
player or who take time to create
a nickname and display other

includes signs of hope created by
kids during the aftermath of 9/11.

“Everyone here loves you,”
reads one of the handwritten
notes, now laminated and
hanging on a simple rope where
two of the world’s most
impressive  buildings formerly
stood. “If you need us, we will

come to you and hold you. I have
extra love that [ can give to you.
Come to Vermont, and we will
show you the beauty of the world
again. Love, Cassandra.”

Or this word of advice. “If I
were the President, I would go
and shoot Osama bin Ladin in the
butt. I feel sorry for you, and I'd
come down and help, but I don’t
have a driver’s license.”

And, quite simply, “Dear friend,
I’'m sorry. [ care about you.
Chris.”

Within the necessary clutter of
foreign policy, military strategy
and political calculation that
defines our post 9/11 culture, the
notes from these young people
cut to the heart of the matter.
Love. Peace. Hope.

Which are exactly what children
and youth are yearning to
experience from the rest of us.
Let’s keep that in mind as we
embark on this New Year when
much of the world, including
Hoosier children, looks for signs
of peace on earth and goodwill
toward all.

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As we prepare for the beginning
of the 2007 Session of the
General Assembly, we would like
to note the terrific success of a
bill that passed with little fanfare
in 2006 but has meant a great
deal to schools throughout our
State.

When Governor Daniels signed
House Bill 1006, school
insurance premiums were at all-
time highs and the educational
system was searching for ways to
bring greater efficiencies to our
operations. This bill has
successfully addressed both of
these issues by providing the
necessary tools and support for
our local schools.

The legislation has allowed the
Educational  Service  Centers
(ESCs), a group of nine local
consortiums consisting of both
public and non-public schools, to
establish insurance trusts for
property casualty and workers’
comp insurance. Currently, 111
Indiana School Corporations have
expressed interest in joining these
trusts and we anticipate a high
level of participation.

The mere opportunity to
establish these trusts has already
saved millions of dollars in
premiums for schools across our

State.  Schools have reported
savings of up to 54% in their
property casualty and workers

compensation insurance
premiums  because of the
competitive marketplace these
efforts have created. These

corporations to participate more
fully in the ESCs’ cooperative
purchasing and services
agreements. In a recent report
provided to the Indiana State

Board of Education by the
Department of Education, the
ESCs  reported  documented

annual savings for their school
members of $23 million and this
figure does not include the
tremendous premium  savings
provided by the establishment of
the insurance trusts. We believe
that many more millions were
saved by schools using ESC

pricing to drive down their
current vendors’ pricing.
Governor Daniels’ leadership

and the support of many Indiana
Legislators in promoting the
efficiencies provided by HB 1006
should be lauded. The Governor
has not only spoken eloquently
about this need but has provided
us with the tools to take
successful actions. His strong
support for HB 1006 and the
ESCs has proven to be beneficial
for our state.

The 2007 Session will address
key educational issues like full-
day kindergarten and an increase
in the school funding formula.
As our state continues to operate
under a balanced budget, we
realize that education will be
asked to maximize our resources
to focus on our most important
goal: providing a quality and
meaningful education to every
child. With the passage of HB
1006, we will continue to
streamline expenses while putting
these savings into the classroom.

We appreciate Governor
Daniels’ support of the ESCs and
the educators throughout Indiana
who share a collective desire to
help improve student learning and
efficiencies among our schools.
We look forward to working with
the Governor to continue
collaborative  efforts among
schools to drive available dollars
to classrooms.

Experts Surveyed on
Congress' Performance
Give The Institution a '"C-
minus'' for 2006

BLOOMINGTON, Ind., Dec.
26, 2006 - Congress scrapes by
with an overall grade of "C-
minus" in a newly released
survey of political scientists who
were asked to rate the
performance of the national
legislature during 2006.

The non-partisan Center on
Congress at Indiana University
conducted the online survey,
getting a select group of 39 top
academic experts on Congress
from around the country to give
the institution grades on 18
questions.

Members received just one "A" -
on the question "Do legislators
make a good effort to be
accessible to their constituents?"
A few "B"s were given out - one
on the question "Do legislators
broadly reflect the interests of
their constituents?" and another
on "Does Congress make its
workings and activities open to

the public?"

But Congress' overall GPA was
dragged way down by "D"s on
questions such as whether
Congress keeps excessive
partisanship in check, whether it
carries out effective oversight of
the executive branch, and
whether it protects its powers
from presidential encroachment.

And the experts dished out low
"C"s in abundance, taking a dim
view of how Congress in 2006
"kept the role of special interests
within proper bounds." and "held

members to high standards of
ethical conduct," and "allowed
members in the minority to play a
role."

"C" was also the grade Congress
got for "following good process
and conducting its business in a
deliberate way." Another "C"
came on the question "Does
Congress engage in productive
discussion and allow all points of
view to be heard?"

"If our sons or daughters
brought home these grades, we'd
be talking to the teacher the next
day," said political scientist
Edward G. Carmines, who is
Director of Research for the
Center on Congress and analyzed
the results of the survey.

To the experts, Carmines says,
Congress looks like an
underachieving student who has
the ability to perform better.
"These experts see Congress as
having the authority and power to
improve its performance and
image. Its weak areas are things it
has control over - it can use its
oversight power, reduce
partisanship, tighten ethics
standards. The question is, do
members have the will?"

The Center on Congress plans to
make an annual tradition of
conducting a year-end survey of
experts' opinion on the
performance of Congress. "Our
interest is not to dwell on past
shortcomings, but to develop a
sense moving forward of what
areas are most in need of
improvement, as well as what
areas are generally handled well
by Congress," explains Lee
Hamilton, Director of the Center.

The Center already conducts a

biennial nationwide opinion
survey on the public's knowledge
and evaluation of Congress, and
citizen involvement in politics
and elections. Findings from the
2006 survey of the public will be
released in early 2007.

Governor Signs Contract
To Modernize State
Eligibility System

INDIANAPOLIS (December
27, 2006) — Governor Mitch
Daniels signed an agreement
with an IBM-led team of partners
to work with the state to help
modernize the state’s failing
eligibility system. The agreement
will utilize Hoosiers in state
government and the private sector
to provide administrative and
technological support for the
state’s eligibility determination
process. It is designed to improve
services to clients, reduce errors,
waste, and fraud, and improve the
state’s welfare reform record.

The Indiana Family and Social
Services Administration (FSSA)
and the IBM team are expected to
begin implementation of the
agreement immediately, and will
begin to meet with employees in
early January to prepare for the
first step in the transition to the
modernized solution, scheduled
for August 2007.

“For taxpayers, a billion dollars
of savings. For recipients, better
service and a better chance to
escape welfare for the world of
work and self-reliance. For
employees, better compensation
and career prospects. For the

Indiana economy, 1,000 new
quality jobs. No decision we’ve
made is more clearly in the public
interest,” said Daniels.

The state will save nearly $500
million in administrative costs
alone over the next 10 years, and
countless millions more as errors
are reduced and federal penalties
avoided.

According to the agreement, all
final eligibility determinations for
public assistance programs, such
as Food Stamps, Temporary
Assistance for Needy Families
(TANF), and Medicaid, will
remain with the state and be made
by state employees. The IBM-led
team will provide essential
administrative and technological
support to receive and process
information necessary to make
those eligibility determinations.

FSSA ‘began exploring ways to
improve the state’s failing
welfare system in early 2005.
After many months of careful
study and examination, FSSA
issued a request for proposals
(RFP) in March 2006, asking for
outside partners to help the state
meet its desired goals in welfare

reform and system
modernization. In May, the
governor appointed an inter-

agency review team to study the
need for modernizing the system,
confirm FSSA’s determination
that any reforms could not be
achieved in-house, and negotiate
the best and final offers for those
bidders responding to the RFP.
The governor announced on
November 29 that he had
accepted the review team’s
recommendation to proceed with
the modernization solution as
revised and designed by that
team, and the state received final
federal approval of the proposal
on December 18. Three different
federal agencies within the U.S.
Department  of  Agriculture
(USDA) and U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services
(HHS) reviewed the. proposal for
over two months. The Centers for
Medicare & Medicaid Services
(HHS), the Administration for
Children and Families (HHS),
and the Food and Nutrition

Service (USDA) have maintained
active dialogue with the state
since early 2005 on how to fix
Indiana’s failing welfare system.
The governor reviewed final
documents, including comments
made at a public hearing on
December 8, before making his
final decision to sign the

agreement.
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Indiana Traffic-Related
Fatalities On Decline In

2006

INDIANAPOLIS  (December
29, 2006) — Preliminary statistics
show that the number of fatalities
on Indiana’s roadways this year
has dropped significantly from
2005, according to data from the
Indiana State Police  (ISP).
Through December 22, there
have been 81 fewer fatalities
compared to the same period in
2005.

“Causality is complex, but a
nearly 10 percent drop is
probably more than good luck.
Motorists should know we’re
going to keep adding troopers to
the road, because every fatality is
a tragedy. We’ve had a better
year, but let’s close the year
safely,” said Governor Mitch
Daniels.

Through December 22, Indiana
law enforcement agencies
reported 845 fatalities on
Indiana’s roadways. For the
comparable period a year ago,
there were 926. According to
state police, there have been 75
fewer crashes on Indiana
roadways through December 22
of this year compared to the same
period a year ago (769 through
Dec. 22, 2006; 844 for same
period of 2005).

Among efforts employed to make
Indiana’s roads safer this year are

rigorous enforcement, public
education programs, roadway
safety improvements, and

additional selected funding for
traffic safety initiatives.

For example, the Indiana
Criminal Justice Institute (ICJI)
targeted seat belt and alcohol
issues in specific high fatality
counties. As a result, 37 Indiana
counties in which 70 percent of
the state’s traffic fatalities
occurred in the last three years
were identified as eligible for
special grants. Of those counties,
10 applied for and received

additional funding for targeted
and data-driven enforcement
efforts.

From October 1, 2005 to
September 30, 2006, those 10
counties had an average reduction
in fatalities of 8.3 percent,
compared to less than a half
percent reduction in fatalities for
those counties that did not receive
additional funding. The 10
targeted counties had 83 fewer
fatalities as of November 1, 2006,
compared to the same time period
in 2005. .

Indiana State Police (ISP) have
used data from crash reports to
focus enforcement efforts where
they are needed most,
concentrating on areas where
there have been increases in
serious injury and fatal crashes.
ISP also has used more troopers

on patrol and increased the
number of marked squad cars on
roadways in 2006.

“Indiana troopers have increased
enforcement activity significantly
over the last year. We’ve made
strides in reducing vehicle

crashes across Indiana, but there
is more to do,” said ISP
Superintendent Paul Whitesell.
Here are other Indiana efforts
aimed at reducing traffic
accidents:

- The ICJI awarded grants to

enable local law enforcement
agencies to fund overtime
enforcement. The result was
10,545 DUI related citations,

90,347 seat belt citations, 18,466
speeding citations, and 4,448
child restraint citations from
October 1, 2005 to September 30,
2006.

Local law enforcement
agencies working overtime traffic
safety enforcement in 2006 have
written 19,748 more citations this
year for such offenses as
speeding and drunk driving.

- Installation of cable barriers,
such as the median guide rails in
Boone County on Interstate 65,
has limited the amount of fatal
cross-over collisions on sections
of roadway. _

Public education campaigns
continue to increase awareness of
seat belt use. According to the
ICJI, seat belt use has increased
3.1 percent from 2005, which
translates to an all-time high of
84.3 percent usage. Seat belt
usage among passenger car
occupants was observed at 91.4
percent. For pickup trucks, the
rate was 54.4 percent.
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Keep Safety in Mind as
You Put Away Holiday
Decorations

December 27, 2006 - Now that
the holidays are over, take down
your decorations and start the
New Year safely, advises the
National Fire Protection
Association (NFPA) and
Underwriters Laboratories Inc.
(UL), the not-for-profit product
safety testing organization.

According to the NFPA, 20
percent of home fires attributed to
Christmas trees occur in January.
"Christmas trees can be a
significant fuel source if a fire
occurs in your home," said
Lorraine Carli, NFPA assistant
vice president of
communications. "Dried-out trees
burn easily and should not be left
in a garage or placed against the
house. We recommend you
remove your tree from the home
and dispose of it properly as soon
as your Christmas celebration
ends."

"Even well-watered trees dry
out after four weeks," John
Drengenberg, consumer affairs
manager for UL, explained. "So if
your real tree went up right after
Thanksgiving, it should be
discarded after Christmas and not
New Year's Day."

Carli and Drengenberg also
remind you that Christmas trees
aren't the only holiday
decorations that need prompt
attention after the holidays.

"Leaving your decorations out
for several months or even all
year not only aggravates your
neighbors," Carli said, "but it also
leaves the wires exposed to rain,
snow, cold, the sun, squirrels and
birds longer than intended by the
safety standards."

"Many people don't realize that
holiday lights should only be up
for a limited time," Drengenberg

continued, "The safety standards
are developed anticipating a
maximum of 90 days of use per
year because these decorations

are considered seasonal. If you
leave decorations out any longer,
the resulting damage could cause
an electrical shock or a fire

hazard."
As you unplug and store your
lights - whether indoors or

outdoors - remember the safety
precautions you take now can
prevent hazards from occurring
next season.

Following is a checklist of
safety tips that are not only
helpful to stay safe as you take
down your holiday decorations,
but are useful all year-around.

When using electrical toys or

appliances for the first time,
carefully read and follow all
instructions in the manufacturer's
use and care booklet. Make sure
electrical toys and appliances
have the UL Mark.
-Use the gripping area provided
on the plugs to unplug electric
decorations. Don't pull plugs
from electrical outlets by the
cord. Yanking or tugging on the
cord can damage the cord's wire
and insulation and could lead to
an electrical shock or fire.

‘When putting away electrical
light strings, take time to inspect
for flaws. Check each light set for
broken or cracked sockets, frayed
or bare wires and loose
connections.

-Dispose of worn or broken light
sets and replace them. Do not
place a faulty set of lights back
into the storage box for next
year's use. Store electrical
decorations away from children
and pets to ensure that cords and
wires are not damaged in storage.
- Store electrical decorations in a
dry place where they can not be
damaged by water or dampness.

- To keep from having a tangled
mess of lights next year, be sure
to pack them appropriately. When
preparing your holiday lights for
storage, you can purchase a
holiday light storage reel, or
create your own storage systems.
For example, wrap the lights
around an empty wrapping paper
tube or a cardboard square, or
wrap each set of lights and put

them in individual plastic bags.
