Public Hearing 
Tonight
A public hearing will be held 

this evening (Thursday, June 7) 
at 7 p.m. during the Kewanna 
town council meeting on the 
town’s plan to apply for a 
Community Focus Fund grant 
from the Indiana Office of 
Community of Rural Affairs.

It’s 
important that Kewanna residents 
attend this public hearing in 
support of the project/grant as 
well as writing letters in support 
of the project. During the last 
grant round, Kewanna missed the 
cut-off by 18 points. The town 
and grant writer are working to 
gain points for the next 
application round and public 
participation in the hearing and 
responding to the recent income 
survey will help do this.

The liners, now 25 years old, are 
going to have to be replaced with 
or without the grant funds. The 
grant, along with funds already 
on hand and an interest-free loan 
from FEDCO, will allow the 
project to move forward without 
an increase in sewage rates. If the 
town does not get a grant, the 
sewage rates would have to 
increase $12 per month to fund 
the project.

Unraveling the 
Mysteries of Food 
Labels
In your quest to fill your 
grocery cart with 
nutrient-rich foods, are 
you ever mystified by 
such claims as “whole 
grain” and “natural”? 
Thankfully, deciphering 
these meanings requires 
only some simple 
detective work; the key 
is to read the ingredients

and fine print. Here are 
definitions of a few 
popular food claims: 
Natural: The term 
brings to mind fresh- 
picked or minimally 
processed foods, but the 
FDA doesn’t regulate 
the use of this word.
Pure: Again, this is an 
unregulated term with 
no official, agreed-upon 
meaning.
Organic: The USDA 
labels products as 
“organic” if they were 
grown without chemical 
fertilizers and pesticides 
(produce) or if they 
come from animals that 
were not given 
antibiotics or growth 
hormones (meat, 
poultry, eggs or dairy 
products). Products with 
the USDA organic seal 
are at least 95 percent 
organic.
Made with real fruit or 
contains real fruit Juice: 
Manufacturers aren’t
legally required to state 
how much real fruit is 
actually in such 
products, so fruit drinks 
might be loaded with 
high fructose corn syrup 
or sugar. Avoid products 
with the words “drink,” 
“beverage,” “punch,” 
“soda,” “-ade,”
“cocktail” or “delight.” 
Made front: This term 
simply means that a food 
began with a certain 
product; it says nothing 
about the processing. 
Just because a product 
was “made from 100

percent corn oil,” for 
instance, doesn’t mean 
that the oil wasn’t 
hydrogenated along the 
way.
Whole grains: Products
containing “whole
grains,” “multigrains” or 
“wheat flour” may 
consist mainly of refined 
white flour with a tiny 
amount of whole wheat 
thrown in. Look for the 
terms “whole wheat” and 
“100 percent whole 
grain” instead. Avoid 
products with refined 
and/or bleached flour.
Enriched: This term 
indicates that nutrients 
lost during processing 
were replaced. Enriched 
flour is not as healthy as 
whole wheat flour.
Zero trans fats: 
Manufacturers can claim 
a product has zero trans 
fats when each serving 
has less than 0.5 grams 
of these unhealthy 
hydrogenated oils. If 
“partially hydrogenated” 
appears on the ingredient
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list, it does have trans 
fats.
Fat-free: This term only 
means the item is fat- 
free, not that it’s low- 
calorie or healthy.
Reduced fat: This FDA 
term means a product 
has 25 percent less fat 
than the same regular 
brand. Other FDA terms 
are “light,” which means 
the product has 50 
percent less fat than the 
same regular product,
and “low 
means the 
less than 3 
per

fat,” which 
product has 
grams of fat 

serving.

FSA Acreage Reports
Due
The annual requirement of 

reporting to the FSA office can be 
referred to as crop reporting, 
acreage reporting, or crop 
certification. Filing an accurate 
and timely report for all crops and 
land uses, including failed 
acreage, can prevent loss of 
benefits for a variety of Farm 
Service Agency programs. All 
cropland on the farm must be 
reported to receive benefits from
the Direct and Counter-cyclical 
Program, marketing assistance 
loans and Loan Deficiency 
Payments.
Conservation Reserve Program 

acreage must be reported to 
receive annual rental payments. 
And, crop acreage for Non­
insured Crop Disaster Assistance 
Program (NAP) must also be 
reported.

Crop reports, form FSA-578, 
Report of Acreage, must account 
for all cropland on the farm, 
whether idle or planted and 
planting dates are also required. 
Producers are required to file 
reports by July 16. Be sure to 
telephone the local FSA office to 
schedule an appointment. Reports 
filed after July 16 will be 
assessed late-filing fees.
Prevented Planting:

Prevented planting needs to be 
reported no later than 15 calendar 
days after the final planting date. 
The normal ending planting date 
for corn is June 5 and for 
soybeans is June 20. Producers 
must file form CCC-576.
Failed Acreage:
Reports of failed acreage must 

be filed before disposition of the

Commodity Donation 
Program Announced

Indiana Farm Bureau and the 
Indiana Grain and Feed 
Association have released details 
for the Hoppers for the Hungry 
program, which encourages grain 
farmers to donate a combine 
hopper of grain to a local food 
bank.

The IFB 
president’s farm will also be an 
early participant in the program, 
donating 200 bushels of corn to a 
Knox County food pantry.

Besides gaining satisfaction 
from helping to feed Indiana’s 
hungry, Villwock said these 
“Hoppers for the Hungry” 
donations may also qualify as a 
charitable contribution under 
provisions of the Internal 
Revenue Code. Farmers should 
check with their tax advisers for 
complete details.

A Hoppers for the Hungry 
manual, which includes directions 
for elevators and farmers, 
frequently asked questions and a 
list of food banks and counties 
they serve, is available from the 
IFB website, www.infarnibureau.org. 
The manual will also be available 
at several grain elevators around 
the state later this summer.

Ethanol Opponents 
not thinking Straight

In spite of recent negative media 
reports, ethanol is still a viable 
alternative fuel that can lead the 
way toward helping Americans 
lessen their dependence on 
foreign oil, decrease pollution 
from auto emissions, and help 
farmers get more money from the

market and fewer subsidies from 
the government.
That’s according to Indiana 

Farmer Bureau President Don 
Villwock. “It didn’t take long for 
the ethanol naysayers to come out 
of the woodwork once ethanol 
started gaining popularity,” he 
said. “But the basic facts about 
the advantages of ethanol haven’t 
changed.”

Villwock referred to a recent 
study by Stanford University 
which claimed that the use of 
ethanol would actually be worse 
for the environment than using 
straight gasoline. “Fortunately, 
the American Coalition for 
Ethanol quickly pointed out the 
proven fact that in every city and 
state that has switched to ethanol- 
blended fuel, air quality has 
improved,” said Villwock. “It’s 
hard to argue with well- 
documented results.”

“The big oil companies know 
they have to add an oxygenate to 
gasoline so that it meets clean-air 
requirements. That oxygenate 
used to be MTBE - until traces of 
MTBE, which can cause cancer, 
were found in groundwater 
supplies. So they had to switch to 
the only other alternative 
available - and that was ethanol, 
which is safe, clean and 
renewable,” he said.

Villwock also pointed to the 
Indy Racing League’s decision to 
use 100 percent ethanol to power 
its cars this year. “Why would 
one of the most prestigious auto 
racing leagues in the U.S. risk its 
reputation on using a fuel that’s 
bad for the environment?” 
Villwock questioned. “Every IRL 
race team sees the benefit of 
using ethanol not only for its own 
cars, but in promoting greater use 
of ethanol in the cars and trucks 
that you and I drive every day.”

Recent media reports are also 
causing some consumers to worry 
that, if we use too much corn to 
make ethanol, there won’t be 
enough left for food - which will 
lead to food scarcity and high 
prices.

Those worries are completely 
unfounded, according to 
Villwock. “Fortunately, the truth 
is much less scary, and even 
encouraging,” he said,
Villwock pointed to the 

government’s Consumer Price 
Index, which showed that from 
January 2006 to March 2007, a 
timeframe when corn prices went 
from $2 a bushel to $4 a bushel, 
consumer food costs increased 
only 2.1 percent - less than the 
25-year average increase of 2.9 
percent. “There’s just no direct 
correlation between corn prices 
and food prices at the grocery,” 
said Villwock.
“Ethanol’s critics argue from the 

position that there’s a finite and 
unchanging supply of corn - a 
zero-sum game where, if one 
sector gets more corn, another 
sector gets less. The truth is, 
American farmers have been 
growing ever-increasing amounts 
of corn every year for at least the 
last 20 years,” Villwock said. 
“When the market price for corn 
doubles, that’s a strong signal to 
farmers to produce more corn. 
We are not even close to running 
out of corn,” he added.

Here’s the story the naysayers 
are missing: With corn prices at 
$4 a bushel, the level of 
government subsidies - taxpayer 
dollars - has dropped 
dramatically. That’s a real

savings. According to economists 
at the American Farm Bureau 
Federation and the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, this 
fact alone will leave consumers in 
a neutral-to-positive position 
economically,” Villwock said.

SPRING BRINGS 
THREAT OF TICK- 
TRANSMITTED 
DISEASES

INDIANAPOLIS—Warm 
weather season means more 
Hoosiers will head outdoors and 
it could mean they may encounter 
disease-carrying ticks.

State health officials advise 
Hoosiers to take precautions 
when they plan outdoor activities 
in order to avoid contact with 
ticks. These tiny pests, may carry 
Lyme disease, Rocky Mountain 
Spotted Fever, or Ehrlichiosis.
“Once the weather warms up, 

ticks get active,” said James 
Howell, D.V.M., veterinary 
epidemiologist, Indiana State 
Department of Health. “Ticks, 
like mosquitoes, are carriers of a 
number of diseases.

“Not all ticks are infected and 
capable of transmitting illnesses, 
but all should be considered 
infectious and capable of 
transmitting disease.”

During the last five-year time 
period, Indiana has averaged 27 
cases of Lyme Disease, three 
cases of Rocky Mountain Spotted 
Fever, and 2.8 cases of 
Ehrlichiosis yearly. All cases 
were from disease reports and 
confirmed said Howell.
Howell said exposure to tick- 

borne illnesses can be avoided, if 
people follow a few precautions.

“We know that in order to 
become ill, a person has to be 
bitten by an infected tick, and that 
means a tick must be able to 
reach exposed skin,” Howell 
said. “A little care can prevent 
that from happening.”

Health officials recommend that 
if individuals plan to enter a 
grassy or wooded area, where 
ticks are often present, the best 
way to prevent tick-transmitted 
diseases is to wear a long-sleeved 
shirt and light-colored pants, with 
the shirt tucked in at the waist 
and the pants tucked into socks. 
The use of repellents provides 
even more protection.

Insect repellents containing 
DEET or picaridin can be sprayed 
on both skin and clothing to repel 
ticks and other insects. People 
who expect to be exposed to tick 
habitat for extended periods of 
time should use products 
containing permethrin on their 
clothing. Permethrin is an 
insecticide that kills ticks and 
other insects on contact.

Howell recommends that after 
leaving a grassy or wooded area, 
people should check for ticks on 
clothing and skin.
