The Lake Bruce Conservancy
District met Thursday, September
13, in the community room of the
Kewanna-Union Township Fire
Station for its regular monthly
meeting. All five directors were
present as well as 16 freeholders.

The minutes of the previous
meetings ~ were  unanimously
approved as was the treasurer’s
report. Chairman Norm Steigely
reported that all but eight
easements for pit valves were
completed over the summer and
the remaining eight will be
mailed. It was reported that
recording the easements at the
courthouses has been expensive
since all work was done by
Wightman-Petrie. The  board
unanimously approved to record
the 17 easements they have in
hand and any others that come in
themselves to save the district
money. The board also authorized
Norm Steigely to write any
checks to the courthouses to pay
the recording fees. Also approved
was a motion to give Norm the
option to hire someone to update
the current mailing list from the
new lists they will get from the
courthouses.

It was reported that J. F. New is
no longer working with dredging
projects so the conservancy
district will have to take care of
all  filings and  selections
themselves. It was decided to
move  forward and  make
application for phase two this fall.

The  board of  directors
unanimously adopted the
district’s 2008  budget as
published. The budget calls for
expenditures in the amount of
$39,400 of which $14,986 will be
raised by taxes.

Steve Fralish of Wightman-
Petrie gave his monthly project
report and said that most of the
major  issues have been
completed. He did mention the
fact that the district must stay on
track as their CFF grant of
$500,000 has a time limit on it.
He gave a report on the procedure
that will take place once bids are
opened. He also said that they
would help the district find
someone to handle the billing and
handed out a  suggested
application that would be mailed
to those prospects. Time is of the
essence on getting the billing
company in place.

Director and Lake Enhancement
chairman, Gerald Porter, gave a
report on weed control. He stated
that the last treatment did not go
as well as expected and that
another survey will be done soon.
If necessary, the district may have
to do another treatment to make
sure they are not playing catch up
in the spring.

Governor Extends
Deadline for Filing

Deductions

According to Fulton County
Auditor Denise Chandler,
Governor Mitch Daniels has
offered Indiana taxpayers further
property tax relief by extending
filing deadlines for all property
tax deductions, including the
Homestead Credit deduction,
which has been extended until
October 15. The governor’s
action requires ratification by the
Indiana General Assembly, but
legislative leaders have already
concurred with the governor’s
action.

To be eligible for the
Homestead Credit deduction in
2008, persons must be the owner
of their primary residence as of
March 1, 2007. Those that filed
my June 10, the original filing
deadline, do not need to file
again. Deductions filed by
October 15, 2007 will be applied
to the 2007 taxes due and payable
in 2008.

Other deductions with an
extended filing date include
mortgage, over 65, blind,

disabled, disabled veteran, World
War | veteran, veterans, solar,
wind power device, hydroelectric
power device and geothermal.

The State of Indiana does have
certain restrictions and/or rules on
some of the deductions. If you
have any questions concerning
these deductions, please call the
Fulton County Auditor’s office at
574-223-2912.

This change does not affect the
2006 payable in 2007 tax
statements that have not yet been
billed. Auditor Chandler is still
awaiting tax rates from the State
at this time and encourages
taxpayers to pay an estimated
spring tax installment of property
taxes to the Fulton County
Treasurer.
