The American Red Cross is

According 
to the Centers for Disease 
Control, fires and burns are the 
fifth most common cause of 
unintentional injury deaths in the 
U.S. In 2005, U.S. home fires 
killed more than 3,000 people and 
injured nearly 14,000 more, not 
including firefighters.

Many fire victims rely on 
donated plasma to treat their 
burns. Plasma is the yellow liquid 
portion of the blood that carries 
water and nutrients to all the cells 
in the body. One whole blood 
donation can be separated into 
red blood cells, plasma and 
platelets to help treat patients 
with different needs. Therefore, 
each blood donation has the 
potential to save up to three lives.

Lanier Mansion is “on 
the map” - literally
The largest map company in 

America has added Lanier 
Mansion State Historic Site in 
Madison to its maps. Rand 
McNally & Company highlights 
the mansion in its new “Midwest 
Getaway Guide” as a not-to-be- 
missed attraction.

Designed and built by Madison 
architect Francis Costigan in 
1844, the Lanier Mansion is one 
of the best examples of Greek 
revival architecture in the 
country. Corinthian columns line 
the south portico. An octagonal 
cupola, oculus windows and iron 
balustrades add to the distinctive 
exterior, while the interior boasts 
a large central hall and elegant 
spiral staircase. Formal gardens 
contain plants authentic to the 
period. Recent restorations to this 
crown jewel of Madison’s 
Historic District have helped 
recapture the mansion’s 19th 
century splendor.

Lanier Mansion was home to 
James Franklin Doughty Lanier, 
an influential figure in Indiana’s 
history who helped move 
Indiana’s government from 
Corydon to Indianapolis. He was 
president and a major stockholder 
of the Second State Bank of 
Indiana’s Madison branch, as 
well as a major stockholder in the 
Madison and Indianapolis

Railroad, the first railroad in the 
state.

The mansion in downtown 
Madison opened to the public as 
the city’s first historic house 
museum in 1926 and became a 
National Historic Landmark in 
1994. It holds several special 
events throughout the year, 
including Lanier Days in June, 
Spooky Mansion in October and 
holiday candlelight tours in 
November and December.

The Lanier Mansion State 
Historic Site is part of the Indiana 
State Museum and Historic Sites, 
a division of the Indiana 
Department of Natural Resources. 
General admission is $4 for 
adults, $3.50 for seniors and $2 
for children. The site is open 
daily year-round from 9 a.m. to 5 
p.m., but is closed most holidays 
except Memorial Day, 
Independence Day, Labor Day 
and Good Friday.

Headaches

About 90% of the people 
seeking help for headaches have 
one of the primary headache 
disorders. Those include: 
tension, migraine or cluster 
headaches.

In secondary headaches, there is 
an underlying disorder that 
produces the headache as a 
symptom. Many conditions 
produce headache; some of the 
most common are listed below:

Headache due to neck 
problems.,.Some headaches may 
be caused by abnormalities of the 
neck muscles resulting from 
prolonged bad posture (such as 
sitting in front of a computer 
keyboard or daily driving for long 
periods), arthritis, injuries of the 
upper spine, or abnormalities in 
the spinal bones of the neck.

Nerves in the neck converge in 
the trigeminal nerve in the face 
and can generate pain signals that 
the brain may interpret as 
headache. Pain is usually on one 
side; even if it affects both sides 
of the head it is usually more 
severe on one side. The quality 
of the headache may be similar to 
an aching tension headache or a 
mild migraine without auras.

Temporomandibular joint 
dysfunction (TMJ)...TMJ is 
caused by clenching the jaws or 
grinding the teeth (usually during 

sleep), or by abnormalities in the 
jaw joints themselves. The 
diagnosis is easy if chewing 
produces pain or if jaw motion is 
restricted or noisy. TMJ pain can 
occur in the ear, the cheek, 
temples, or neck and shoulders.

Glaucoma...Acute glaucoma is 
caused by increased pressure in 
the eye and requires immediate 
medical attention. Throbbing 
pain may be felt around or behind 
the eyes or in the forehead. 
Patients have redness in the eye 
and may see halos or rings around 
lights. Pain may be referred to 
other areas.

Restoration and 
Revitalization of Main 
Street
Originally place-named Pleasant 

Grove, the Town of Kewanna, 
after Indian removal, was 
founded and platted in 1845. 
Economic growth was minimal 
until Union victory was won in 
the Civil War (1861-1865). After 
1865, Kewanna became a 
crossroads for two railroads and 
the surrounding wilds were 
drained and tamed for agriculture. 
During these “golden years” 
between the end of the Civil War 
and the Great Depression of the 
1930s, Kewanna prospered and 
its prosperity was reflected on 
Main Street.

Despite the devastating effects 
of the Great Depression, the 
downtown re-gathered its 
financial composure and 
remained fairly strong after post- 
WWII until the 1950s when

several social and economic 
factors altered Main Street: 
television, transportation, con­
solidation, and the growth of 
corporations. For the past half 
century, Main Street declined and 
many of the buildings were 
abandoned and derelict.

It is only recently that efforts are 
being made by enterprising 
individuals to bring new life to a 
dying Main Street. It is a major 
financial task to save and restore 
the remaining historic structures 
that have served generations. 
Besides pride, dedication and 
monies by individuals, what role 
can local government play in 
restoring and revitalizing Main 
Street?

The Kewanna town board can 
help by emphasizing their support 
of downtown, thereby setting a 
civic tone of leadership. In 
addition, the town board should 
lead the way by approving tax 
credits, abatements and grants, 
thus helping to make 
rehabilitation financially feasible. 
The town board need not be 
derelict in its duties, standing 
back, watching Main Street

decay, but should lend a 
leadership hand. Preservation has 
its rewards: strengthening the 
economy, stabilizing property 
values, cultural tourism, civic 
pride, and appreciation of local 
history and aesthetic beauty. 
Local government has the power 
to protect and enhance Main 
Street, a job best taken to task by 
a town manager.

Main Street need not be made 
over into a 19th century image, 
but exude its own 21st century 
charm and several of the 
buildings could be renovated into 
modern apartments, retaining 
their historic facade. Two or three 
more “pocket parks” could be 
established; green spaces that 
compliment the historic 
architecture. The former Toner 
Hotel site could be purchased by 
the town for additional library 
landscaped parking to 
accommodate patrons to the
